Don’t forget we need at least a 30 days written no-
tice when you are planning to move out of housing. 

All you need to do is call or email us and we can 
email the packet straight to you. 

Verbal notices are not valid. 

If you are planning to move out, but don’t have an 
exact date, that’s ok! You can always give us a 
tentative move out date but a Move Out Packet 

must be completed and returned to us to start your 
30 days.
